This year the workshop will take 
place the month of July from 8 am-
noon Monday through Friday.  Af-
ter a two-day introduction there are 
two days of auditions.  Participating 

children were given the script at the 
Parents Night 3 weeks prior to audi-
tions. During auditions all children 
who want to be involved are given 
a part ranging from smaller roles to 
main characters.   

After all children are assigned their 
positions, practice involves learning 
the songs, choreography, costum-
ing, etc. The final week of rehearsal 
is held at the Missouri Theater and 
the play is performed on the final 
Saturday and Sunday of the month.
“The performing children range from 
ages 8-18 and are from St. Joseph 
and the surrounding area. We can 
have up to 50 kids in the workshop. 
This year we have between 40-45 
children. No professional actors are 
part of the cast, however all the staff 
we hire are professionals.  Our direc-
tor this year, and last year, is Brady 
Huffman who was a past CAP kid. 
He has gone on to graduate with a 
theater degree and worked this past 
year in Chicago. The rest of the staff 
are also very talented in their respec-
tive field,” said CAP President, Lau-
ra Baade.

Creative Arts Productions is a family 
passion for the current president.  “I 
have been on the CAP Board for 4 
years. My son was involved with CAP 
for a year before I became involved.

“CAP’s mission is to further the arts 
in our area by developing new tal-
ent and encouraging involvement in 
theater in a nurturing environment.
