Growing up in an arts family and arts 
community Christopher Alexander, a 
member of the artist database and Platte 
County High School’s accompanist, has 
been surrounded by art his entire life. 

Starting in early elementary school 
Alexander started to teach himself to 
play piano. It was then that he began 
his love for the arts. “Learning to play 
the piano and compose music came 
out of the decision to teach myself. 
It worked for me to learn what I could 
do as a composer and pianist on my 
own terms before making the choice to 
improve those skills.”

“I began becoming a 
part of the community 
arts scene volunteering 
in productions with 
Robidoux Resident 
Theatre,” Alexander 
said, and he began to 
volunteer for multiple 
productions. Alexander 
said, “After my first 
production the summer 
before my senior year, I 
became hooked.”

When asked about 
his inspiration for his 
work Alexander knew 

instantly where it comes from. “It is 
always gratifying to sit at a piano and 
just let my fingers carry me away with 
playing tunes almost out of nowhere. 
First and foremost, God and my faith 
are what bring me to music everyday.” 
Alexander went on to say how he 
always surrounds himself with music 
whether it is on his iPod or YouTube for 
inspiration. 

Alexander has performed many places 
throughout the nation, including the 
Kansas City Music Hall; St. Joseph; 
Colden, NY; Brooklyn, NY; Newtown, 
MO; Van Wert, OH; and even British 
Columbia.

Alexander has many talents to offer 
to the community. On the registry 
database he lists his specialty area 
as performance arts, but with very 
eclectic tastes. His talents range from 
composing commissioned pieces, 
performance ensembles, and choral 
music; playing for or directing musical 
theatre productions, and providing 
background music for parties or other 
special events.
